Minutes of meeting

Wednesday, September 15, 2010
The Shamong Township Rent Control Board met at the Township Building, 105 Willow Grove Road, Shamong, NJ at 7:30 p.m. Those members present were, Steve Bond, Orlando Cassarotto, Dana Drum, Joseph Dutka, Financial Advisor, and Kelly Estevam Esq. (for Robert Hagerty, Esq.).
 Sue Santanasto, Robert Gollick, Ray Miller and Tom Crowell were not present.
Steve Bond brought the meeting to order at 7:30p.m. The secretary read the Sunshine Statement. A salute to the flag followed. A motion was made Orlando Casarotto and seconded Dana Drum to waive the reading and to accept the minutes of the last meeting. 

New Business:  Rent Increase for Fawn Lake Village Mobile Park
Steve Bond opened the meeting to the public at 7:32p.m.

Several residents were in attendance including Lori Greenburg, Esq. for Fawn Lake Village as well as the manager John. 
The residents feel the rent increase is unjust and should not be approved. There were several complaints about the roads not being plowed last winter or not done properly. There were complaints about the wild cats still being a problem. Many people complained about dead trees that should be cut down before they cause damage or injury. There were also complaints about street lights being out, the odor coming from the water as well as no enforcement of the speed limits throughout the park. 
Some residents complained about problems with stealing as well as a lot of “riff- raff” living in the park. 

They feel they should have a maintenance man on duty. They residents feel that there are too many ongoing problems and should not have a rent increase.

Steve Bond suggested that they get 3-4 residents to complain to the police about the speeding problem. 

Lori Greenburg suggested that if they had a problem with certain residents they should send a letter to the Landlord.

Residents said that John the manger is aware of the problem and does not do anything.

Steve Bond then closed the meeting to the public.

Lori asks to have her clients sworn in. 

Clients – Representatives for Fawn Lake are then sworn in.

Lori asks the manager if they have an emergency number the residents to call if they have an emergency. John said yes. Orlando asked him what the number was. John said 732-604-0996 and he has that phone with him at all times. 

Lori reminded everyone how much snow we had last winter and how hard it was for everyone to keep up with. She asked him if they made effort to clear the roads and he said yes. Lori also said that they need to tell them when they are having a problem or they can’t address. She said they should put it in writing. 
John stated that there is an annual water report and that the residents have received it. If they haven’t gotten a report they can get a copy at the office. 

Meeting closed to public at 8:05pm. 

Joe Dutka reviewed the numbers and verified all number were correct. 

Kelly Estevam, Esq. agreed that everything looked correct. 

Steve than asked for a vote from the board all were in favor. The rent increase was accepted for Fawn Lake Village Mobile Park.
