The Shamong Township Committee held a Committee Meeting on the above date
at the Municipal Building.

Mayor Di Croce called the meeting to order at approximately 7:30 p.m.
Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The Clerk stated to please be advised that proper notice of this meeting has been
given in compliance with the Open Public Meeting Act in the following manner;
written notice has been sent to and published in the Burlington County Times and
sent to the Central Record and posted as required by the Open Public Meeting Act.

Mayor Di Croce opened the meeting to the public for comments, at which time
there were none, so he closed the meeting to the public.

PROCLAMATION: Mayor Di Croce read into the minutes a Proclamation
Recognizing Fire Companies & First Responders to the 148 Stokes Road
Warehouse Fire that occurred on January 7, 2018.

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE OFFICIAL ACTION:

On motion of Committeeman Gimbel, seconded by Committeeman Cooney,
approval of the January 2, 2018 Reorganization Meeting; Regular Session;
Board of Health and Executive Session minutes were approved as submitted.
A roll call vote showed all members present voting yes.



On motion of Committeeman Cooney, seconded by Committeeman Gray, it
was moved to approve the Shamong Township Recreation Advisory
Committee appointments listed below:

i. Township Committee Member - Tim Gimbel 12/31/18
ii. Resident (4 yr. term) - Al O’Keefe 12/31/21
iii. IMAA Representative (1 yr. term) - Kim Albertson  12/31/18
iv. IMAA President (1 yr. term) - Kevin Waropay 12/31/18

A roll call vote showed all members present voting yes.

The Clerk, Susan Onorato, reported as the Christmas Day and New Year’s Day
holidays both fall on a Tuesday for the current holiday schedule. The staff has all
agreed to take either a vacation or personal day for Christmas and New Year’s Eve,
If permitted and the Township offices would be closed respectively. On motion of
Committeeman Gray, seconded by Committeeman Cooney, it was moved to
approve cancelling all municipal operations on December 24" and 31%, 2018
with all scheduled staff taking vacation/personal time. A roll call vote showed
all members present voting yes.

The Clerk reported on the Indian Mills Volunteer Fire and EMS 2017 Length of
Service Awards Program (LOSAP) results. The list of qualifiers, which is required
to be posted for thirty (30) days prior to distribution, was supplied to the Township
by Charles Burgin, President of the IMVFC. The Clerk reported the total amount
for 2017 is $23,166.00.

The Clerk requested approval to purchasing 200 tons of stone for repairing pot
holes on unpaved roads at our sports complex areas. On motion of
Committeeman Cooney, seconded by Committeeman Gimbel, it was moved to
approve the purchase of 200 tons of stone at a cost of $3,950.00. A roll call
vote showed all members present voting yes.

The Clerk reported on the 2017 Uniform Construction Code (UCC) Annual Report
which shows $175,200 in total revenue with expenditures of $162,868.90 resulting
in a profit of $12,331.10. On motion of Committeeman Gray, seconded by
Committeeman Gimbel, it was moved to approve the 2017 UCC annual report
for submission to the State as required. A roll call vote showed all members
present voting yes.



The Clerk handed out updated copies of the 2018 budget advising the intent to
introduce the budget at the March 6, 2018 meeting. The Clerk pointed out a few
items for review and a brief Committee discussion followed. The Clerk will
forward the budget to the Auditor for review prior to the March 6" meeting.

RESOLUTIONS:

The Clerk reported the maintenance bond for work completed on Tuckerton Road
was reviewed and the approved by Dan Guzzi, the Township Engineer for release.
On motion of Committeeman Gimbel, seconded by Committeeman Cooney, it
was moved to approve Resolution 2018R-28 Release of maintenance bond for
Tuckerton Road Reconstruction. A roll call vote showed all members present
voting yes.

The Clerk reported on a request (from the State of New Jersey Pinelands
Commission and Department of History & Anthropology Monmouth University)
to do an archaeological investigation on property formerly known as the
Cowperthwaite Farm on Willow Grove Road (Block 27.01, Lot 3). The Clerk
reported reaching out to the local schools to see if they are interested in
participating. Steve Raymond, the Solicitor, confirmed a Hold Harmless agreement
was executed. On motion of Committeeman Gray, seconded by
Committeeman Cooney, it was moved to approve Resolution 2018R-29
Authorizing an archaeological dig on Township Land. A roll call vote showed
all members present voting yes except for Committeeman Gimbel who voted
no.

The Clerk reported the Rent Control Board had requested this extension on
approving the Fawn Lake Village Operation License which will allow the Rent
Control Board to verify the septic work had been completed and certified. On
motion of Committeeman Cooney, seconded by Committeeman Gimbel, it was
moved to approve Resolution 2018R- 30 Granting 2018 License for Operation
of Fawn Lake Village (Effective to November 2018). A roll call vote showed
all members present voting yes.

The Clerk reported the Temporary Capital budget was added by the Auditor for the
Municipal Cemetery for the acquisition of equipment, construction and site
improvements. On motion of Committeeman Cooney, seconded by
Committeeman Gray, it was moved to approve Resolution 2018R-31 the 2018
Temporary Capital Budget. A roll call vote showed all members present
voting yes.




ORDINANCES:

This being the second reading and public hearing of Ordinance 2018-1, Mayor Di
Croce opened the meeting to the public for comments, at which time there were
none, so he closed the meeting to the public. On motion of Committeeman
Gimbel, seconded by Committeeman Gray, it was moved to approve
Ordinance 2018-1 To exceed the municipal budget appropriation limits and to
establish a cap bank (N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14). A roll call vote showed all
members present voting yes.

The Clerk reported there were a few minor changes such as municipal cemetery
positions from last year’s salary ranges. AS this is the second reading of this
ordinance Mayor Di Croce opened the meeting to the public for comments, at
which time there were none, so he closed the meeting to the public. On motion of
Committeeman Gimbel, seconded by Committeeman Cooney, it was moved to
approve Ordinance 2018-2 Fixing annual salary ranges of members of the
Township Committee and Certain designated officers of said Township A
roll call vote showed all members present voting yes.

The Clerk reported on Ordinance 2018-3 stating this is a seven-member board
consisting of the Township Mayor, Deputy Mayor, Administrator, CFO, Planner,
Engineer and two residents. As this is the second reading of Ordinance 2018-3,
Mayor Di Croce opened the meeting up to the public for comments, at which time
there were none, so he closed the meeting to the public. On motion of
Committeeman Gimbel, seconded by Committeeman Gray, it was moved to
approve Ordinance 2018-3 Creating Chapter 7 of the Township code
governing “Cemetery Advisory Board”. A roll call vote showed all members
present voting yes.

Mr. Raymond, Solicitor reported minimal changes to the code upon State review
and the Engineer reported there were no substantial changes to the local flood
maps. As this is the second reading of Ordinance 2018-4, Mayor Di Croce opened
the meeting up to the public for comments, at which time there were none, so he
closed the meeting to the public. On motion of Committeeman Cooney,
seconded by Committeeman Gray, it was moved to approve Ordinance 2018-4
Amending Chapter 90 governing “Flood Damage Prevention”. A roll call vote
showed all members present voting yes.




The Clerk reported since the last meeting, the Auditor was able to access the State
forms from the new “FAST” on-line system and submit them. This is required
prior to the introduction of this bond. On motion of Committeeman Gimbel,
seconded by Committeeman Gray, it was moved to approve Ordinance 2018-5
Bond ordinance of the Township of Shamong, in the county of Burlington,
New Jersey, authorizing the acquisition of equipment, and the construction of
site improvements associated with the Township operation of a municipal
cemetery; appropriating the sum, of $250,000 therefore; authorizing the
issuance of $237,500 bonds or notes of the Township to finance said
acquisition; and making certain determinations and covenants and
authorizing certain related actions in connection with the foregoing. A roll call
vote showed all members present voting yes.

The Mayor requested any questions or comments on the attached bill list; as there
were none, on motion of Committeeman Gimbel, seconded by Committeeman
Cooney; it was moved to approve the attached Bill List. A roll call vote
showed all members present voting yes.

Mayor Di Croce opened the meeting to the public for comments, at which time
there were none, so he closed the meeting to the public.

On motion of Committeeman Cooney, seconded by Committeeman Gimbel
and a roll call vote showing all members present voting yes, by Resolution
2018R-32 the Committee went into Executive Session for matters of Attorney
Client privilege.

The Committee reconvened their regular meeting and the Clerk reported the
Committee briefly discussed the entrance of Packenah Trail with regards to
possible fencing; the Engineer will review and report his recommendations and
legal issues regarding the cell tower. There was no action to be taken at this time.

There being no further business, on motion of Committeeman Gimbel, seconded
by Committeeman Gray and a roll call vote showing all members present
voting yes, the meeting was adjourned.
